Model we came up as serious inspiration hit us working on these JEMS!
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I can tell you that the settings Steve has marked do sound very good.  Even the
subtle change in distortion levels you see marked on the left are enough to give you
a great range.  These pedals are now extremely dynamic with your picking attack.
